Although we enjoyed our time in Austria, the maitraction of the trip was the Passion Play anddtrobt
disappoint! Set in a purpose built auditorium whsgats about 4,000 people, with an open air stdmehw
can accommodate up to 600 people and animalss i lgaeat atmosphere.

So all actors, musiciaisgers,
stage hands, costume makers, front of stage pegkarevillagers. As you can imagine, the Play saieer
their lives . It only takes place once every tearge and that is just as well!

| don’t want you to think that it is just a littkellage production - this is a fantastic productidime sets and
scenery are fabulous, the singers are highly tdaittee orchestra very professional and the acsrsuperb
:which is just as well, because the Play lastbfoours. From 2.30-5.00 in the afternoon and 8 @3 in
the evening - with a break for dinner! | can’t betp tell you how good it is. It is something yaaly should
experience.

The Play dates back to 1633. At that time a plagaged through Europe and many people died.
Oberammergau closed off the village to any visitogrder to keep the plague at bay. Unfortunagelypeone
crept in unnoticed and brought the plague. Manghefvillagers died and a vow was made in churchitha
God stopped the plague, the villagers would pw Brassion Play every ten years thereafter. Theiplkitjed

no more people so, hence, the Passion Play. gt on ever since then with only two exceptionse
when all Passion Plays were banned and the otlcaube of war.

As | have said already, it was a fantastic expegenthe music, colour, acting, atmosphere all dogthto
entrance - you just did not notice the time padsihgave a new perspective on the suffering, deait
resurrection of Christ and all the scenes werduskillinked together with “Tableaux Vivants” orving
images from the Old Testament.
